Values Art Competition and Exhibition, in conjunction with
Global Tiger Day 2019. This exhibition is a perfect opportunity
to showcase the artistic sensitivities of our young talents
and our concern for our wildlife and environment. The theme
revolves around Maybank’s core values, T..G.E.R. (Teamwork,
Integrity, Growth, Excellence, Relationship).

The competition, which invited participation from tertiary
students, was held from mid March to the end of May and
drew 363 entries from 264 students from 29 universities and
colleges around the country. Of the total entries, 71 works
from 69 participants have been selected for exhibition from
8-31 July 2019. While they clearly demonstrate the budding
young artists’ enthusiasm for their craft, | hope that the works
will equally inspire us to stand and unite for a good cause.

The death of the last male Sumatran rhino in Malaysia
recently provided us with an ominous warning on the fragility
of nature. If no sustained efforts are undertaken, the Malayan
tiger, our national symbol of pride will likely suffer the same
fate. It is with this sobering prospect that we approach our
concern and care, with the hope of providing security to our
wildlife, not just for the 3,900 tigers left in the wild.

JURY'S NOTES

Student grade works are to be expected to exhibit a degree of
self-discovery and development, particularly in regard to the
theme outlined in the competition brief. This was evident all
throughout the submissions. Most contestants were inclined
to choose a more superficial interpretation of the theme.

The illustration category dominates the entries throughout
the competition. Some jurors voiced their concern on the lack
of entries in categories such as photography and narrative
art. The inclusion of such categories is commendable,
though more encouragement would be needed to prompt
contestants to dip their toes into these genres of popular art.
The sparse numbers gave the jury a shallow pool of choices
in terms of creative direction. But this is to be understood,
as it is a competition held among students. An inclusion of
entries from full-time artists and working professionals would
certainly have yielded a different outcome, understandably.

In terms of interpretation, most understood the theme
and applied it in earnest in their works. The five principles
(Teamwork, Integrity, Growth, Excellence, Relationship) were
interpreted objectively. Some jurors voiced their concerns on
the danger of lumping a number of values into a single work,
though this is a challenge to be expected in order to test the
contestants’ ability in providing a clear representation of
the values or message. That being said, some contestants
preferred to focus and elaborate on a single value.

The entries show interesting choices in combining socio-
cultural understanding with the values required by the
brief. The photography work by Alvin Anggang Epoi is one
such example. It is a work that focuses on a single value
instead of all five, and it shows confidence in technical
execution. Across the board, technical execution is on par
with students’ level of expertise. Some demonstrate a good
degree of experimentation, such as Chai Bao Yi’s decision to
compartmentalise a house’s windows into a form of sequential
art panels. In terms of experimentation, the sequential art
category produced a number of examples, as there are quite
a few entries willing to go outside their panels.

[llustration entries show admirable achievement on the
technical side, though on the narrative side they are a little
spotty. Though most are comfortable with their execution,
some may have missed the mark in terms of theme, their
illustrations turned out to be more ornamental than
interpretational. That being said, there is a deep pool of
creativity and an abundance of interpretations on offer. It
had not been easy for the jurors to make their selection as
there were so many deserving entries. The distribution of
votes shows this.

The selected works were also chosen for their simplicity
and audiences’ ability to ease into the values. The works
that are friendly in terms of audience participation would
better represent the values outlined by the competition.
Most contestants understood the importance of the values
in question, but the ones that demonstrated the deepest
understanding and clear execution would be preferred.

All in all, the jury would like to see the competition be
opened to a larger number of people or more categories of
contestants, as well as the promotion of the less popular
genres. Maybank’s role in providing an artistic platform must
be especially applauded. Here’s hoping for an even larger
and more vibrant competition in the upcoming years!

GLOBAL
TIGER DAY

The tiger is the largest of the world’s big cats and this
magnificent creature, with its distinctive orange and black
stripes and beautifully marked face, has a day that is dedicated
to it. Global Tiger Day is an annual celebration to raise
awareness for tiger conservation, held annually on 29 July. It
was created in 2010 at the Saint Petersburg Tiger Summit.

The goal of the day is to protect the natural habitats of tigers
and to raise public awareness and support tiger conservation
issues. This was in response to the shocking news that 97%
of all wild tigers had disappeared in the last century, with only
around 3,900 left in the wild.

Tigers are on the brink of extinction and Global Tiger Day aims
to bring attention to this fact and try to halt their decline.
Many factors have caused their numbers to fall, including
habitat loss and poaching. Global Tiger Day aims to protect
and expand their habitats and raise awareness of the need for
conservation. Many international organisations are committed
to this day, including the WWF, the IFAW and the Smithsonian
Institute.

MAYBANK FOUNDATION'S

EFFORT IN TIGER CONSERVATION

Tigers are a national treasure, as well as the symbol of
bravery and strength, the qualities that Maybank embraces
in the creation of its T.I.G.E.R values. In collaboration with
WWEF Malaysia in its Strengthening Tiger Conservation in the
Belum-Temengor Forest Complex programme, Maybank is
one of Malaysia’s leading organisations that is spearheading
the tiger conservation effort in the country. Maybank
Foundation has pledged RM5 million over four years of the
programme, which has commenced since 2016.

As the leading bank in Malaysia and one of the leaders in
South East Asia, Maybank is committed towards fulfilling
some of the objectives of the United Nation’s Sustainable
Development Goals (SDGs). Through its efforts with WWF
Malaysia in conserving tigers in the Royal Belum Forest
Complex, Maybank is helping to fulfil the SDG 15, which is to
sustainably manage forests and halt biodiversity loss.

Three strategies have been developed to ensure the success
of the programme:

Protection

e Introduce SMART patrolling in Royal Belum State Park
and Temengor Forest Reserve to ensure comprehensive
protection of the Belum-Temengor Forest Complex.

e Advocate for greater effectiveness in protecting Belum-
Temengor Forest Complex by introducing the minimum
protected area standards for tigers.

Monitoring

e Monitor the population of Malayan tigers and their prey
to evaluate if their numbers change through various non-
invasive methods such as camera-trapping.

e Improve knowledge on the tigers and their prey to better
understand the best possible course of action.

Community Engagement

e |ncrease communities’ awareness and participation in
anti-poaching initiatives.

e Developpotentialsustainablelivelihoodrevenue generation
model to reduce the community dependencies on natural
resources from tiger habitat.

Since the inception of the programme, we have achieved so

much in terms of preservation and conservation of tigers

and impacted the wildlife surrounding and supporting
them. As of 2019, the programme has already accomplished
the following:

e 14,333 km of dense forest has been covered via foot
patrolin the effort to protect not just tigers and their prey,
but the ecosystem as a whole as well.

e 228 active wire snares have been found and deactivated,
thereby potentially saving 228 large animals including
tigers and their prey as they are essential to the
equilibrium of the food chain.

e 834 old snares, 133 old mist nets, 41 hunting hides and
33 bullet shells were recorded and collected.

e 121 wildlife crime cases were reported to PERHILITAN,
where 49 cases were acted upon.
